paid utility bills

bank/building society cards/statements
National Insurance number card

payslip

letter from Benefits Agency/benefit book/signing on card
papers from the home office

P45.

NUS extra card (preferred) Student Card

The following documents are easily obtained and will not be accepted as proof of
identity if presented in isolation:

library card

video rental card
health club card
private rent book.
